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Bacon Fat will honour a long tradition by appearing at the Fiesta du Rock Festival in Flémalle
later this year. This is the first year the festival is split into an open air weekend in June and
an indoor weekend in October. The latter will be more focused on rock music.

But what about the aforementioned tradition? Well, we'll have to go way back to the early
days of Bacon Fat. The band had just released their first demo simply called '‘Bacon Fat'. A
copy of it was sent to several festivals and the guys at Fiesta du Rock were really into the
whole thing. So in June 2002 Bacon Fat played on the main stage as second band of the day
at about 14h00. The band obviously did a great job as they found themselves headlining the
second stage on Saturday night the next year.

Two years later in 2005 they did exactly the same thing. This would be the last time with the
original line up of the band.

In 2008 Bacon Fat again finished the Saturday program tearing the place down on a double
headliner bill with Peter Pan Speedrock.

So now in 2014 we are happy to announce that Bacon Fat will return to Fiesta du Rock. The
boys will play on Saturday October 18th around 22h45 at the indoor part of the Festival. Stay
tuned for further details.

In August the band will start the second series of recording sessions for the new demo. The
first series were recorded in late 2013. These recordings will mark the base for the production
of the upcoming album which might be expected somewhere late 2015/early 2016.

The August sessions will cover 4 re-recordings of songs from the first sessions, a cover
version of a Big Sugar song (did anybody say reggae there?) plus 3 newly penned original
Bacon Fat anthems. That means there's already 11 new originals ready and by the time the
recording of the album starts there might slip in some more.

To jump to a conclusion: nobody has an idea how many songs will appear on the next album,
nor which songs will make it. That's something only time will tell... plus it's also the reason
we call it a bloody DEMO !
